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The new regulatory framework governing competition, digital markets and

economic security in the European Union and Taiwan
— What is the impact on Taiwanese companies?
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In recent years, the European Union has taken a number of regulatory and competition law-related
initiatives to facilitate the twin green and digital transition. Securing strategic independence has be-
come a central theme in this effort as the European Union seeks to avoid overdependencies on third
countries during this transition. In parallel, another set of measures, some of which concern EU
competition law, seek to restore a level playing field by countering distortive economic policies of
other jurisdictions. Together, these initiatives could have a significant impact on international trade
and limit access to the EU internal market. As the European Union is Taiwan’s fourth largest trading
partner, Taiwanese companies will be significantly affected by these developments. This is in addi-
tion to Taiwan’s own concerns relating to the digital economy and economic security, which are out-
lined in the Taiwan government’s recent White Paper on Competition Policy in the Digital Economy
and the Taiwan Chips Act.

Against this background, this seminar will address Taiwan and the European Union’s recent
measures relating to economic security, competition law and the regulation of digital markets. It will
explore the main impacts on Taiwanese companies and potential steps Taiwanese businesses can
take to maintain market access and gain competitive advantage in the European Union and Taiwan.
